If not, he will use a condom, and may anyways 
even if his partner is contracepting just for the added sense of 
security. He would definitely be interested in more methods 
for men, but doesn’t know a ton about that.

he wants to make sure his kids have access to the 
resources they need to avoid an unintended pregnancy. 
This may be due to having a “scare” in his life, a 
personal connection to someone who had an 
unintended pregnancy, or a desire to shield his children 
from any of the challenges associated with them.
